Since 1989, he has been a 

Graduate Professor and Director of the Developmental Reading       

Program and Technology Institute  for Developmental Educators (TIDE) 

in the department of Curriculum and Instruction.  In 1992, Dr. Caverly 

was granted tenure and promoted to Professor.  In that time, he has 

chaired and served on many masters and doctoral thesis and           

dissertation committees.   

 

Dr. Caverly has been involved in developmental education for over 30 

years, teaching and coordinating learning centers in community colleges, four year colleges, and           

universities.  He is well-respected in the field of developmental education for his scholarship and          

contributions in research and insight in developmental reading.  His vast body of scholarly work includes 

the co-authorship of five edited books and six textbooks, and numerous book chapters and refereed    

journal articles covering such topics as developmental reading, study strategy research, learning           

assistance centers, and digital literacy.  Dr. Caverly has been invited to present at many workshops and 

keynote addresses such as the 4th International Conference on Research and Access in Developmental 

Education in San Juan, Puerto Rico, the College Reading and Learning Association, and the National      

Association of Developmental Education.
